
 

 

 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Hosea ministered to Northern Israel during 
spiritual, economic and cultural decline.  The people 
had turned away from God and followed idols 
(money and might) and political alliances.  God 
allowed his people to suffer so that they might 
return to him with their hearts: “For I desire loving-
mercy and not sacrifice, the knowledge of God 
rather than burnt offerings.” Question to Ponder:   
Do I offer God outward religious service, or genuine 
heartfelt love and faithfulness? 

In Romans, Paul explains we are right with 
God not by following laws, but a trusting, faithful, 
live-changing relationship, like Abraham.  As 
Christians we are justified through faith in Jesus 
Christ, who died for our sin and was raised for our 
justification.  Salvation is God’s gift, received by 
faith.  Question to Ponder:  How am I saved?   

In Matthew, Jesus gets told off by the 
religious people for mixing with ‘sinners’ and quotes 
Hosea ‘I desire loving mercy, not sacrifice’.  The 
section that the ‘new wine’ of Jesus’s kingdom 
needs ‘new wineskins’ of religious living, rather than 
the ‘old wineskins’ of law and judgement is omitted.  
Question to Ponder: is my faith in the new wineskin 
of grace and healing, or the old wineskin of law and 
judgement?
